The human factor story began in 1984. Since then, 

the history of the unfolding of this story is riveting. 

The founding of the International Institute for 

Human Factor Development (IIHFD) in 1992 led to 

the founding of the academic journal, Review of 

Human Factor Studies, in June 1995 and the 

Human Factor Leadership Academy (HFLA) in 

February 2001. Initial attempts to establish the 

HFLA in Zimbabwe failed. On July 17
th

, 2006, the 

HFLA’s community library was established in 

Akatsi in the Volta Region of Ghana. To date, two 

shipments of books, computers, and other relevant 

educational items have been shipped to the library 

to facilitate the inauguration process of the HFLA.

In 2007, we acquired a thirty acre plot of land on 

which the future home of the HFLA will be built. In 

February 2008, we leased an approximately 14,000 

square foot facility in Akatsi to serve as the starting 

home for the HFLA. The renovation work on this 

facility is completed and ready for the official 

inauguration of the HFLA’s Education program in 

the Fall of 2009.
